Add to that the fact that more 

of the pastors with whom we have worked in the past are now 

either retiring, retired, or with the Lord! The result of this attrition 

is a much smaller “pool” of laborers from which churches and 

other ministries can draw. In our last month of meetings, one 

pastor had resigned his church, another had announced his 

intention to retire, and one had passed on to glory. There are 

church pulpits in need of stalwart Preachers, Youth departments 

needing caring, enthusiastic Leaders, Christian school 

classrooms that need dedicated Teachers, Missionary fields in 

need of committed workers, church music programs in need of, 

faithful and uncompromising Directors. Let us all join  together in 

asking the Father to send more laborers into His harvest!
